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Armonicos Software License Agreement

Important

1.

This Software License Agreement (hereinafter referred to as the "EULA") is an agreement between you, the end user, and Armonicos Co.,
Ltd. (hereinafter referred to as "ARMO"), whose head office is located at 111-2 Itaya-machi, Chuo-ku, Hamamatsu-shi, Shizuoka
Prefecture, for the use of software products owned by ARMO (hereinafter referred to as the "Software Product"). Please read this EULA
carefully before installing or using the Software Product.

By completing installation of the Software Product, you agree to be bound by the terms of this EULA. If you do not agree to the entirety of
this EULA, you must stop the installation of the Software Product and delete the Software Product and any copies thereof.

This EULA is the entire agreement between you and ARMO with respect to the Software Product and shall supersede all prior agreements
and understandings between you and ARMO with respect to the Software Product. In this EULA, the United Nations Convention on
Contracts for the International Sale of Goods (hereinafter referred to as the "CISG") does not apply and the application of the CISG is
expressly excluded.

To the extent that the stipulations otherwise provided by ARMO differ from the terms of this EULA, the terms of this EULA shall apply. In
the event that any part of this EULA is held invalid and unenforceable, the validity of the remaining parts shall not be affected and shall
remain in force and enforceable in accordance with their terms.

However, if any of the following items applies, you shall be subject to such agreement and this EULA shall not apply.

(1) Ifthere is a contract between you and the Distributor other than ARMO that is covered by this EULA

(2) Ifthere is a contract between you, ARMO, and the Distributor other than ARMO that is covered by this EULA

This EULA shall be written in Japanese. An English version is prepared for reference purposes only, and shall not no effect. Only the
Japanese version shall be effective as a contract.

Article 1 (Definition)
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"Target Software" refers to the software that is provided with this EULA. This also includes any updates, add-ons, components, web
services, and additional features of the Target Software provided by ARMO after you have licensed the Target Software (if a separate
license agreement or terms of use is attached, such license agreement or terms of use shall take precedence).

"Accessories" is a generic term for all accessories included with the Target Software, such as the protection key, the license file or license
key issued by ARMO, and the manual for end users.

"Software Product" includes the Target Software and its Accessories.

"Distributor" refers to the party who has sold the Software Product (limited to ARMO or a company commissioned by ARMO to sell the
Software Product).

"Lender" refers to the party who lent the Software Product (limited to ARMO or the company entrusted by ARMO to lend the Software
Product).

The "Sales Agreement” is the terms and conditions agreed upon between you and the Distributor and describes the terms and conditions of
the sale.

The "Terms of Use" are the terms and conditions agreed upon between you and the Distributor and set forth in the Sales Agreement with
respect to the number of licenses and the period of use of the Software Product.

Article 2 (License Agreement)
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ARMO grants you the right to install and use the Software Product in accordance with the number of licenses stated in the Terms of Use,
provided that you comply with all terms and conditions of this EULA.

The rights granted in the preceding paragraph are non-exclusive and may not be transferred or sub-licensed.

All proprietary rights, copyrights, trademarks, other intellectual property rights, and personal rights in relation to the Software Product are
the property of ARMO or the owner of such rights licensed to ARMO. The Software Product is protected by copyright and other intellectual
property laws and treaties.

Except as expressly granted in this EULA, no rights in relation to the Software Product shall be transferred or granted to you.

ARMO reserves the right to incorporate security mechanisms within the Target Software (hereinafter referred to as "Security Mechanisms")
to monitor the use of the Target Software and to verify compliance with this license. ARMO also reserves the right to control access to the
Software Product through the use of the protection key, license management software, and license file or license key contained in the
Accessories.

Article 3 (Purpose of Use)
You may use the Software Product solely for the purpose of conducting internal business. You shall not allow any third party (excluding,

however, subsidiaries stipulated in Article 3, Paragraph 3, Items 1 through 3 of the Ordinance for Enforcement of the Companies Act and parent
companies stipulated in Paragraph 4 of the same Article) to use or access the Software Product.



Article 4 (Prohibited and Restricted Items)

(1) You may not sell, sub-license, assign, rent, or lease the Software Product and the non-exclusive right to use the Software Product as granted
in this EULA to any third party.

(2) You may not change, modify, alter, translate, or adapt the Software Product in any way that is intended to alter the nature or composition of
the Software Product.

(3) You may not reproduce or publicly transmit the Software Product for any reason. You may, however, make a copy of the Software Product
in machine-readable format solely for backup purposes. In such case, you may not, however, remove ARMO's copyright and other
proprietary notices and disclaimers.

(4)  You shall not circumvent or interfere with the Security Mechanisms by any means. You may not use this Software Product without using
the protection key and license file or license key included in the Accessories. ARMO reserves the right to examine the records of the
Security Mechanisms at any time without notice.

(5) Operation of this Software Product is not guaranteed in virtual machines such as a remote desktop or cloud environments.

Article 5 (Responsibility for Use of Software)

(1) In the event that the protection key included in the Accessories is damaged, ARMO will reissue a new protection key upon your completion
of ARMO's prescribed procedures and payment of ARMO's prescribed fee to the Distributor. In the event that the protection key included in
the Accessories is lost, ARMO will not reissue the protection key for any reason whatsoever.

(2) You are encouraged to make backups at appropriate times to prevent data loss in case of unforeseen circumstances such as malfunction of
the Software Product or the hardware you are using.

(3) If you use the Software Product outside of Japan, you must comply with any applicable laws, regulations, export control rules, etc. of each
country at your own responsibility.

Article 6 (Maintenance)

Upon your use of the Software Product, ARMO will provide you with Software Product-related inquiry, version upgrade, information and other
services for a fee (hereinafter referred to as the "Maintenance Service"). You may purchase Maintenance Service for the Software Product from
ARMO or from a company to which ARMO has outsourced the sale of Maintenance Service.

Maintenance Service is subject to the terms (hereinafter referred to as the "Basic Maintenance Service Terms") found at the following link
(https://www.armonicos.co.jp/maintenance-terms/), and these terms are incorporated into this EULA. ARMO may change these terms at any
time. All changes will be effective upon your next renewal of Maintenance Service or upon your acceptance of such changes.

Article 7 (Limited Warranty)

(1)  ARMO warrants that during the period of the maintenance service, the Target Software will operate in accordance with the functional
specifications (hereinafter referred to as the "Specifications") described in the manual (or the help file of the Software Product) included
with the Software Product. However, the Contents of Maintenance Services set forth in the Basic Maintenance Service Terms shall be your
exclusive remedy with respect to such warranty.

(2) ARMO makes no warranty of merchantability, completeness, usefulness, non-infringement of third party rights, or fitness for a particular
purpose with respect to the Software Product, except as provided in the preceding paragraph, and assumes no contractual liability for non-
conformity.

Article 8 (Disclaimer)

(1) (1) of Article 7 (Limited Warranty) shall be void if any of the following items applies.
(i)  Accident, damage, unauthorized use or neglect of the Software Product
(i) Actions or lack of actions by parties other than ARMO
(iii) If the Software Product does not operate in accordance with the Specifications because you have not incorporated into the Software

Product and used all updated versions of the Software Product provided by ARMO

(2) Except as specified in Article 7 (Limited Warranty), ARMO shall in no event be liable for any damages of a special, indirect, incidental,
punitive or consequential nature (including but not limited to loss of data, loss of profits, loss of goodwill and loss of business) arising out
of or in connection with the use or inability to use the Software Product.

(3) ARMO is not responsible for any problems or damages resulting from the use of this Software Product outside of the country where you
acquired it.

Article 9 (Period)
The license period of the Software Product shall be the same as the period of use stated in the Terms of Use of the Software Product between you
and the Distributor, and this EULA shall terminate at the end of such period.

Article 10 (Termination)
(1) ARMO may terminate this EULA with respect to you in the event of any of the following. In such case, you will naturally lose the benefit
of time and this EULA will naturally terminate.
(i) Ifyou breach this EULA and fail to remedy such breach by the date that is fourteen (14) days after you receive notice thereof from
ARMO
(i) Ifthe Sales Agreement for the Software Product between you and the Distributor is terminated
(2) Ifthis EULA is terminated, you shall carry out each of the following items.
(i) Promptly delete the Software Product from the terminal from which it is used and discontinue its use



(i) Return or destroy the Software Product and all copies of the Software Product in accordance with the Distributor's instructions
(3) Except as otherwise provided in this EULA or required by applicable law or regulation, termination of this EULA shall not entitle you to
any refund, credit or exchange.

Article 11 (Survival Clause)
The provisions of (3) through (5) of Article 2 (License Agreement), Article 4 (Prohibited and Restricted Items), Article 8 (Disclaimer), Article 13
(Confidentiality) and Article 15 (Governing Law and Dispute Resolution) shall survive the termination of this EULA.

Article 12 (Export Control)

You may not use any information, technology, or materials related to the Software Product or any goods or services created using the Software

Product for any of the following purposes.

(1) Exporting nuclear, biological, chemical and missile weapons (hereinafter referred to as "Weapons of Mass Destruction") from Japan to
those who intend to develop, manufacture, use (hereinafter referred to as "Development, etc.") or store them or for other military purposes
(including taking out to foreign countries, indirect export through trading companies, etc., and disclosure to non-residents in Japan).

(2) To use by oneself for the Development, etc. of Weapons of Mass Destruction or for other military purposes outside of Japan, or to re-
provide to a person who intends to use the information for such purposes.

Article 13 (Confidentiality)
You shall keep confidential the contents of the Software Product that are not publicly known, and shall not disclose or divulge them to any third
party without ARMO's prior written consent.

Article 14 (Exclusion of Anti-Social Forces)

(1)  You and ARMO represent and warrant to the other party that you or your officers are not, and will not in the future be, a crime syndicate, a
member of a crime syndicate, a quasi-constituent of a crime syndicate, a company affiliated with a crime syndicate, a general meeting
house, a social movement advocacy group or special intelligence group, or any other equivalent (hereinafter referred to as "Anti-Social
Forces"), and that you do not belong to any corporation in which anti-social forces are substantially involved in the management of the
company.

(2) You and ARMO may terminate this EULA without notice in the event that the other party falls under any of the following items.

(i)  When it is deemed that the other party falls under the category of Anti-Social Forces

(ii)) When it is deemed that Anti-Social Forces are substantially involved in the management of the other party

(iii) When it is deemed that the other party is using Anti-Social Forces

(iv) When it is deemed that the other party is involved with Anti-Social Forces, such as providing funds, etc., or offering favors, etc. to
Anti-Social Forces

(v) When the other party or an officer of the other party or a person substantially involved in the management of the other party has a
socially reprehensible relationship with Anti-Social Forces

(vi) When an individual or a third party is involved in a violent act of demand, an unreasonable act of demand beyond legal responsibility,
a threatening act or behavior, or a violent act or an act similar thereto by disseminating rumors or false information, or using power to
defame trust or obstruct business, or by taking advantage of a third party

(vii) When the other party has committed other acts prohibited by the Act on the Prevention of Unjust Acts by Organized Crime Group
Members

(3) Ifyou or ARMO terminate this EULA in accordance with the preceding paragraph, ARMO shall not be liable for any damages incurred by
the other party as a result of such termination.

Article 15 (Governing Law and Settlement of Disputes)

(1) This EULA shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the relevant laws and regulations of Japan, and any dispute arising out
of or relating to this EULA shall be submitted to the exclusive jurisdiction of the Tokyo District Court as the court of first instance.

(2) Any dispute arising out of your acquisition of the Software Product outside of Japan shall be finally and bindingly settled by commercial
arbitration in Tokyo by a sole arbitrator in accordance with the then-current Commercial Arbitration Rules of the Japan Commercial
Arbitration Association. The language of arbitration shall be Japanese.

Article 16 (Special Lending Agreement)

If ARMO grants you permission to use the Software Product solely for the purpose of evaluation, then some or all of the terms of this EULA
specified below shall be deleted or replaced in their entirety or in part.

(1) Delete (4) and (6) in Article 1 (Definition)

(2) Replace "Distributor” in (7) of Article 1 (Definition) with "Lender" and "Sales Agreement" with " Lending Agreement"

(3) In Article 3 (Purpose of Use), replace "solely for the purpose of internal business execution" with "solely for the purpose of evaluation".
(4) Delete (1) in Article 5 (Responsibility for Use of Software)

(5) Replace "Distributor” in Article 9 (Period) with "Lender"

(6) Delete (1) (ii) and (3) of Article 10 (Termination)

(7) Replace "Distributor” in (2) (ii) of Article 10 (Termination) with "Lender"

The deletion or replacement of any of the above clauses shall not affect the clause numbers in the other clauses.
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
